•	 One letter of recommendation from someone other than relatives is required and must accompany your 
completed scholarship application.

•	 All applicants must be attending 4th through 12th grade.

•	 Mark the weeklong, age-appropriate Space Camp or Aviation Challenge program for which you are appying. 
You do NOT need to register your child for a camp before applying.

•	 ALL components of your application must be returned at the same time no later than May 8, 2016. Faxed 
applications will not be accepted.
