SUBJECT:
Memorandum of Instruction (MOI) for the 2004 U.S. Army Space & Missile Defense Command (SMDC) Non-Commissioned Officer (NCO) and Soldier of the Year Competition

1.  Purpose.  To prescribe procedures for selecting and awarding the 2004 SMDC NCO and Soldier of the Year.
2.  Concept.  The SMDC NCO and Soldier of the Year Board will be conducted on 21 Jun 2004.  The winners in each category will be announced during the SMDC NCO/SOY Awards Luncheon on 23 Jun 2004. 
3.  Selection procedures.  A selection board presided by CSM David L. Lady and other members of the SMDC senior NCO leadership will select the winner in each category based on the highest overall score in the following board criteria:

    a.  Each nominee’s ability to articulate issues and respond to questions as posed by board members.

    b.  Each nominee’s performance and ability to present a five-minute oral presentation on a subject that impacts the Army and the soldiers of their unit.  Nominees may choose a presentation on the following subjects: Leadership, Counseling, Professional Development or Physical Fitness.  Nominees will be prepared to entertain questions pertaining to their chosen subject area.
    c.  Each nominee’s performance on the APFT that will be conducted during the MACOM competition.

    d.  An evaluation of each nominee’s packet.

    e.  First line leaders will be required to articulate to the board members as to why their soldiers were recommended for the SMDC NCO/SOY of the Year.
4.  Uniform.  The uniform for each event is as follows:

    a.  MACOM Board and Award Luncheon – Class A Uniform with all authorized awards and decorations.
    b.  APFT event – Summer Improved Physical Fitness Uniform consisting of Army black shorts, Army gray shirt, white socks and approved running shoes.

5.  Administrative Information.
    a.  Nomination packets (enclosure 1) along with Biographical Data Sheet 

(enclosure 2) must be sent to SGT Walker NLT 31 May 2004.    
    b.  All participants should make arrangements to arrive at the competition by 19 Jun 2004, and depart no earlier than 1600hrs on 23 June 2004.  The conference agenda will be provided separately.  
    c.  Lodging arrangements can be made at the Crystal City Marriot Hotel in Arlington Virginia.  Lodging particulars are being addressed at this time and will be published separately. 

    d. Participants arriving at National Airport are encouraged to use the Metro to the hotel.
