Dear Sir/Madam:

    The U.S. Army Space and Missile Defense Command (USASMDC) thanks you for your interest in the MDDC acquisition and invites you to review the MDDC Webpage as it is being updated to assist you in preparing for the upcoming solicitation.  All information available to the public (including the acquisition library, the DRFP and RFP) will be published on this webpage, therefore reviewing it on a regular basis will provide you with the latest, updated information on the MDDC acquisition.

     The purpose of the contract awarded under the subject acquisition will be to operate and maintain the Missile Defense Data Center (MDDC) information system.  The MDDC provides the data storage, management and dissemination needs of major defense acquisition programs (MDAPs) and technology programs that collect, produce or use data and documents from Missile Defense Agency (MDA) demonstrations, experiments, models & simulations, or tests.  These MDAPs and technology programs are the users of the MDDC.  The MDA is integrating data centers and users into a Virtual Data Center (VDC) to exchange data and documents through a secure wide area network.  The MDDC works with users to determine their data storage, processing and dissemination needs, and also works with MDA and other data centers to develop and test the VDC to provide capabilities users need to accomplish their mission more effectively and efficiently.  

    The MDDC facility is currently co-located within the AMP facility at 106 Wynn Drive, Huntsville, AL.  The other programs located in this facility include the Applied Data Analysis Center (ADAC) and Project Hercules.  The MDDC contractor, in addition to the above requirements will provide hardware procurement, hardware integration, network management and support, and security for the co-located programs. 

   The resultant contract will be an Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract.  It will consist of a one-year basic and four (4) one-year options.  If option years are fully exercised, it is anticipated that the AMP facility will be relocated to Redstone Arsenal during the 4th -5th year.  All contractor personnel working at the government location must have at least a secret security clearance and at least 25% of the contractor personnel working at the government location must have a top secret security clearance.

    Please be advised that all communications concerning this acquisition (including, but not limited to, management/technical issues, pricing issues, administration issues, and proposal issues) must be coordinated through the Contract Specialist, Ms. Pam Willis, pamela.willis@smdc.army.mil or the Contracting Officer, Ms. Michele Williams.

    Communications with anyone other than Ms. Willis, Ms. Williams, or the undersigned are inappropriate during this on-going acquisition.  In accordance with 41 U.S.C. 423(e)(1), (2), and (3), listed below are the various sanctions and/or penalties available for violations of the above-referenced prohibitions:

· Criminal penalties up to imprisonment for 5 years;

· Civil penalties up to $50,000 fine per individual (government or contractor) and $500,000 per contractor or firm; and

· Administrative actions up to and including dismissal from federal government or contractor employment.
