GENERAL. The government will award one contract. All options will be evaluated for purpose of the selection decision. However, the Government is not obligated to exercise any of such options. The Government will select for award that proposal, deemed to be most advantageous and which represents the best value to the Government, considering the areas/factors set forth below. 

M-2.  EVALUATION AREAS/FACTORS.


a.  Technical Area: Offerors will be evaluated using the following technical factors:



(1) Qualification of Technical Personnel Factor:  The demonstrated qualifications and experience of each offeror’s proposed key technical personnel  will be evaluated.   

           The resumes of key technical personnel will be evaluated for relevant technical expertise.  The offeror will be evaluated on the experience of its key technical personnel utilizing relevant background, education, and work experience. In particular, key technical personnel will be evaluated on the theoretical and  practical expertise relating to the operation of similar ladar/laser equipment/facilities. In the event that any of the key technical personnel are not currently employed by the offeror, the evaluation will assess the degree to which the offeror demonstrates their commitment and timely availability to work on the proposed project. The percentage of time that each key technical person will be available to perform the requirement will be considered. For purposes of proposal preparation and evaluation, all proposed  senior engineers/analysts/scientists/technicians  will be considered to be key technical personnel.



  The quality of key technical personnel’s previous work experience in the areas of laser design, ladar design, multi-folded laser design and related systems and components will be considered. 



  Also considered will be demonstrated expertise of key technical personnel with test facilities using ladars. 

           The demonstrated expertise, experience and capability of key technical personnel to design/develop/integrate  required new hardware, software, and firmware for the AMOR will also be considered.  (Refer to AMOR SOW for description of existing AMOR facilities/equipment). 


       (2) Technical Comprehension/Approach Factor:  Proposals will be evaluated to determine the extent to which an offeror demonstrates an understanding of  all technical  requirements of the AMOR SOW.  In addition, the proposal will be evaluated  to determine the offeror’s demonstrated ability to identify and deal with the various critical issues related  to the technical requirements of the AMOR SOW,  and the offeror’s proposed approaches and methodologies for meeting all technical requirements of the AMOR SOW.


b. Management Area: Proposals will be evaluated using the following management factors:



(1) Program Management Factor: The  proposal  will be evaluated to determine the extent to which  the offeror demonstrates an understanding of what management actions will be necessary to successfully accomplish  AMOR SOW.  The offeror’s cost, planning and scheduling systems will also be evaluated to determine its demonstrated ability to provide complete data/information in an easy to understand form.



(2) Organizational Structure and Qualification of Managerial Personnel Factor: The  proposal will be evaluated to assess the extent to which the offeror’s proposed organizational structure will successfully accomplish the SOW requirements. The offeror will also be evaluated on its demonstrated capability to provide a quick response to resolve high priority issues or time critical requirements. Key management personnel will be evaluated to assess their experience and demonstrated ability to manage this type of work. In the event any key management personnel are not currently employed by the offeror, the evaluation will assess the degree to which the offeror demonstrates that these personnel will be available in a timely fashion. The proposed percentage of time that key management personnel will be applied to this program will also be considered. For purposes of proposal preparation and evaluation, key management personnel shall include the Program Manager and any lower-level managers/supervisors the offeror wishes to propose. Any key management personnel who are also proposed to directly perform technical tasks may be evaluated under this factor as well as the above factor pertaining key technical personnel.


 (3) Past Performance  Factor: The offeror will be evaluated to determine the extent of success on relevant contracts during the past three (3) years. Its responsiveness to technical direction, the quality of work products, an ability to provide additional resources in meeting surge/optional requirements, the timeliness of deliverables, and the accuracy of cost and performance reporting will be considered. Experience in Ladar will receive the heaviest weighting in past performance; with general laser experience receiving less weighting. The Government will utilize the following in making its evaluation: 1) the offeror’s discussion of its past performance; 2) responses to Past Performance Questionnaires (See RFP, Section L); and 3)  any information regarding the past performance of the offeror and/or its proposed subcontractors otherwise known to the Government.


     c.  Cost Area: The cost area will be evaluated but not rated. The cost area is comprised of two evaluation factors, cost realism and total evaluated probable cost. The cost realism and total evaluated probable cost to the Government of the proposal will be evaluated using the following factors:



(1) Cost Realism Factor: The proposal will be evaluated to assess the likelihood that the offeror can meet the management and technical requirements contained in the SOW at the cost proposed. The results of the cost realism evaluation will then be considered in the technical and management evaluations, to aid in assessing the offeror’s understanding of the magnitude and complexity of the requirements of the solicitation. The cost realism evaluation will also be used in developing the final total evaluated probable cost.



(2) Total Evaluated Probable Cost Factor: The proposal will be evaluated to develop the Government’s estimate of the most probable cost to the Government of the proposer’s successful performance of contract using the technical and management approaches proposed. Total evaluated probable cost consists of the Government’s estimate of the realistic cost for the proposer to meet the requirements of the SOW based on the offeror’s proposal, to include the Government’s assessment of cost realism, program risk, and any additional (not proposed) costs to the Government such as Government furnished property, Government furnished information, transportation, and other related cost factors.

M-3. RELATIVE IMPORTANCE OF EVALUATION CRITERIA 


 a. Technical Area - The Technical Area is  more important than either the Management Area  or the Cost Area.  The Qualification of Technical Personnel Factor is more important than the Technical Comprehension/Approach Factor.  


b. Management Area — The Management Area is less important than the Technical Area,  but more important than the  Cost Area. Within the Management Area, the Program Management Factor, the Organizational Structure and Qualification of Management Personnel Factor and the Past Performance Factor are of equal importance. 

      
c. Cost Area: - The Cost Area is less important than either the Technical Area or the Management Area separately and significantly less important than the Technical and Management Areas together.  The Cost Area will be carefully evaluated but will not adjectively rated or scored, as will the Technical and Management Areas. Cost realism is an important consideration in the evaluation of the technical and management areas. Poor cost realism may result in a lower evaluation of the technical and management areas. Offerors submitting cost proposals that are so unrealistically high or low as to preclude a reasonable chance of being selected for award may be excluded from the competitive range. The Government will select for award the proposal that is most advantageous to the Government after considering the technical, management,  and cost areas. M-4  ALTERNATE SOURCE SELECTION PROCEDURE FOR HIGHLY COMPLEX RDTE REQUIREMENTS (2003-DEV-01)

a.   Offerors are advised that the provisions of Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 15 and FAR provision 52.215-1 are applicable to this solicitation, except to the extent that certain elements of the source selection process described in FAR 15.306 and FAR 15.307, and FAR provision 52.215-1 are modified by the alternate source selection procedure described below:



(1)
A complete technical and cost proposal will be submitted simultaneously by offerors in accordance with FAR 15.208 and the provision at FAR 52.215-1 and evaluated by the Government in accordance with FAR 15.305. Oral presentation of proposals, if requested, will be in accordance with FAR 15.102.



(2)
Source selection based on initial offers:  In accordance with FAR 15.306(a) and FAR Provision 52.215-1(f)(4), as modified by this alternate procedure, the government intends to select  a source for contract award on the basis of initial offers without discussions or establishment of a competitive range. Under this approach, a source selection will be made based on initial proposals (plus clarifications as described in FAR 15.306).  After source selection, in-depth negotiations leading to contract award will be conducted only with that source; therefore, the offeror’s initial proposal should contain the offeror’s best terms from an overall technical, management, and cost standpoint.  Offerors whose proposals were not selected will be so notified.



(3)
Source selection based on discussions: If it is determined as provided in FAR Clause 52.215-1(f) (4) that competitive discussions are necessary, selection will not be made on initial offers and a competitive range will be established. Discussions, as defined in FAR 52.306(d) and FAR 52.215-1(a), will be conducted with all offerors in the competitive range. Offerors whose proposals are not included in the competitive range will be so notified.  At the conclusion of discussions, each offeror still in the competitive range will be  given an opportunity to submit a revised proposal.  The date and time for revised proposals will be set by the government in a written notification citing the provision at FAR 52.215-1, paragraph (c) (3), “Submission, modification, revision, and withdrawal of proposals.”  After evaluation of revised proposals, a source  selection will be made; and in-depth negotiations may be conducted only with that source.


b.   If a definitive contract agreement cannot be negotiated on a timely basis with the originally selected offeror, the original source selection decision may be canceled and a new source selection process may be  conducted in accordance with either paragraph (2) or paragraph (3) above.  If a new competitive range is determined in accordance with paragraph (3) above under this new source  selection process, FAR 15.307(a) is hereby modified to the extent that previously excluded offerors may be allowed to participate in new competitive range discussions and submit newly revised proposals.
