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CHAPTER I

INTRODUCTION

1. PURPOSE.  To designate the major organizational elements, responsibilities, and functions of the U. S. Army Space and Missile Defense Command (USASMDC).

2.   SCOPE.  This regulation is applicable to all elements of the USASMDC.

3.   MANAGEMENT CONTROL PROCESS.  This regulation is not subject to the requirements of AR 11-2.  It does not contain internal control provisions.

5.   POLICY.  

 a.  This regulation is the only basis for use within the command with respect to delineation 

of responsibilities, distribution of functions, assignment of tasks, and other similar actions.  The 

material contained herein constitutes the approved organizational structure and policy of the 

command.  No deviation from this policy is authorized without command approval.  A copy of this 

document will be posted on the Deputy Chief of Staff for Resource Management, Force 

Development Division homepage on the command intranet.

 b.  Proposed changes to this regulation will be held to a minimum, and will consist of revisions 

which represent significant changes within or between functional areas.  Such proposed changes 

must be prepared and submitted in accordance with USASMDC Regulation 10-2.

6.   RESPONSIBILITY.  It is the responsibility of each major subordinate element, and each office, activity or staff manager to maintain their mission and functions statements in a current, up-to-date manner.  Updates will be made as changes occur.  The proponent for this regulation is the Deputy Chief of Staff for Resource Management, Force Development Division.
