QUESTIONS & ANSWERS
 #1 Question:  We have a question concerning the Special Instructions on the location of personnel to support the effort.  The TORP instructions referred to follows:

On-Site Requirements:  The contractor/subcontract is required to work on-site at a government-specified location (i.e., a government approved Sensitive Compartmented Information Facility (SCIF).  The SCIF may be located at a government facility or at another contractor’s facility.  Therefore, government site rates are appropriate for this effort.  The contractor will have access to government office space, equipment, and a secure program approved environment required to perform the task order (as determined to be necessary and available by the task order monitor).

Now -- this language suggests that all effort to be performed on the Task will be at the USG Site.  Although this will be the case for the two personnel designated to support this effort -- we believe that the language as presently structured restricts the use of other skill resources at SPARTA on site that may be necessary and will be proposed as available.  Furthermore -- one of the task principals -- the Program Manager -- will not be at the USG Site 100% due to support of other on going Programs.  It is understood that the actual work will done in the SCIF -- on USG site or another contractor's site.

Is it the intent of the USG to make all full time slots supporting this Task Order -- USG on site or is there an allowability for skills to support the task -- other than full time -- at Contractor on site?  If the intent is to make all slots USG on site -- then request that this guidance be revisited specifically because the USG flexibility to use the contractor's full array of skill sets will be diminished due to this restrictive guidance.  
#1 Answer:  "It is the USG intent that all work performed in support of this task be performed on-site at a Government specified location (i.e., a Government approved SCIF, to include possible TDY locations as described in the T/ORP).  The USG is not requiring that all support be from personnel dedicated 100% to this effort.  However, the USG will only fund work that is performed at an on-site, Government-specified location as described in the T/ORP.  It is also the USG intent to pay only Government site rates for work performed in this effort."
