DESCRIPTION:  
 1. 0  The contractor and/or subcontractor shall assist the government with functional support (Technical and 

programmatic) to the GMD Logistics Directorate relative to the development, implementation, execution, and evaluation of the acquisition logistics support strategy for the GMD Program.  The contractor and/or subcontractor shall assist GMK with work definition for all organizational levels of GMK (directorate level to integrated product team).  The contactor and/or subcontractor shall support the GMD Block 04 performance objectives and requirements definition through the GMD Block 06 performance objectives.  Support provided to GMK shall include assistance with the drafting of Memorandums of Agreement (MOAs) and Intra-Service (Interagency) Support Agreements (ISAs), with: AMCOM IMMC, AMRDEC, SMDC, and additional locations as required.  The contractor and/or subcontractor shall also routinely assist GMK with budgeting issues and with the preparation of responses to taskers.  The contractor and/or subcontractor shall assist the government with evaluations of the products of the GMD support contractors.  In particular, the contractor and/or subcontractor shall assist the government with evaluation of the GMD system prime contractor’s acquisition logistics program, to include the system prime contractor’s life cycle support capability.

 2.0  Subtask 1 – “Logistics Support for the Test and Evaluation Team”  The contractor and/or subcontractor shall develop and maintain a user friendly database tracking system that reports on applicable Consolidated Test Facilities (CTF), Government Furnished Equipment (GFX) and Other Government Property & Services (OGX) in support of all GMD milestones, schedules, and fiscal constraints. The database shall use a CTF furnished global matrix of all applicable test and evaluation information and data provided by GMK-T.  The matrix shall be subject to change as development progresses.  Initial development/maintenance shall include specialized reports defined by GMK-T.  Database input requirements and extraction of reports shall be user friendly, and shall be defined in contractor-provided user documentation.  Database post-development support shall include population of the global matrix with applicable CTF and GFX/OGX information and database changes as required. No proprietary data shall be delivered.
3.0  Subtask 2 – “Logistics Strategy”  The contractor and/or subcontractor shall assist the government with identification of all GMD logistics support requirements.  In addition, the contractor and/or subcontractor shall assist with the identification of any GMD logistics deficiencies and shall make recommendations for the resolution of deficiencies. The contractor and/or subcontractor shall assist the government with evaluation of acquisition logistics support strategy alternatives.  The evaluation of alternatives shall have the objective of formulating a GMD integrated logistics support (ILS) strategy with an affordable life cycle cost.  Integral to meeting this objective, the assistance provided by the contractor and/or subcontractor shall address GMD logistics support planning, sustainment engineering, operational suitability assessment, and system common integration.  

4.0  Subtask 3 – “Support Agreement Management”  The contractor and/or subcontractor shall assist the government with developing a      management plan for processing, controlling, archiving, retrieving and reviewing inter-service (interagency) support agreements (ISAs), memoranda of understanding (MOUs), and memoranda of agreement (MOAs), to include base support requirements lists (BSRLs).  The contractor and/or subcontractor shall assist GMK-Y with developing long range plans (technical requirements, fiscal requirements, human resources, and site activation schedules) and coordination of requirements with Site Activation Command and local site management.  The contractor and/or subcontractor shall provide assistance applicable to ISA, MOU, and MOA development.  The contractor and/or subcontractor shall assist GMK-Y with articulation of logistics support requirements

A copy of the required SETAC Proposal Format will be provided to each offeror as a separate attachment.

The technical/management portion shall not exceed 10 pages.  The font for the technical/management proposal shall be no smaller than Times New Roman 12.  

The key personnel/staffing portion shall not exceed a total of 10 pages.  The font for the key personnel/staffing response shall be no smaller than Times New Roman 12.  The key personnel/staffing portion shall consist of mini resumes (4 or 5 bullets), which are limited to significant capabilities directly related to the instant requirement.  Up to 6 mini resumes may be submitted for key personnel.  Up to 4 mini resumes may be submitted for other personnel.    
The pricing portion shall not exceed a total of five (5) pages.  The pricing proposal shall be in landscape format with each twelve-month period detailed on a separate page.  The font for the pricing proposal shall be no smaller than Times New Roman 10.    

The OCI portion (if applicable) shall not exceed a total of two (2) pages.  The font for the OCI response shall be no smaller than Times New Roman 12.  

The Data Right Identification/Assertion portion (if applicable) shall not exceed a total of one (1) page.  The font for the Data Right Identification/Assertion response shall be no smaller than Times New Roman 12.  
Cost data shall be segregated/vouchered/reported/paid at the ACRN level.

The "Limitation of Funds" clause is applicable at the ACRN level.

The effort described in the Task Order Statement of Work anticipated to be performed in FY03,  FY04, and FY05 is subject to the Clause at FAR 52.232-18, Availability of Funds.

EVALUATION CRITERIA/ORDER OF PRECEDENCE

This task order will be awarded to the contractor with the proposal that represents the overall best value to the Government considering its assessment of:   

     a.  Order of Precedence:  Technical is more important than Management and Management is more important than Price.  

     b.  TASK-SPECIFIC TEAM COMPOSITION: While not separately rated, the contractor’s proposed Task-Specific Team Composition response and the government’s assessment thereof will be utilized in relation to the task-specific evaluation criteria and during the best-value determination/recommendation provided to the Contracting Officer.  

    c.  OVERALL APPROACH:  While not separately rated, the contractor’s Overall Approach response and the government’s assessment thereof will be utilized in relation to the task-specific evaluation criteria and during the best-value determination/recommendation provided to the Contracting Officer.  

    d.  TASK-RELATED PAST PERFORMANCE EXAMPLES:  While not separately rated, the contractor’s proposed Task Related Past Performance Examples and the government’s assessment thereof will be utilized in relation to the task-specific evaluation criteria and during the best-value determination/recommendation provided to the Contracting Officer.  
    e.  PRINCIPAL TEAM DISCRIMINATOR:  While not separately rated, the contractor’s Principal Team Discriminator response and the government’s assessment thereof will be utilized in relation to the task-specific evaluation criteria and during the best-value determination/recommendation provided to the Contracting Officer.  

    f.  TASK-SPECIFIC EVALUATION CRITERION #1:  The contractor’s demonstrated expertise relative to the GMD system prime contractor’s acquisition logistics program, to include the system prime contractor’s life cycle support capability.

    g.  TASK-SPECIFIC EVALUATION CRITERION #2:  The contractor’s demonstrated expertise at developing and maintaining a user friendly database tracking system that reports on applicable CTF, GFX and OGX in support of GMD milestones, schedules, and fiscal requirements.

    h.  TASK-SPECIFIC EVALUATION CRITERION #3:  The contractor’s demonstrated understanding of all GMD logistics support requirements.

    i.  TASK-SPECIFIC EVALUATION CRITERION #4:  The contractor’s demonstrated expertise at developing a  management plan for processing, controlling, archiving, retrieving and reviewing inter-service (interagency) support agreements (ISAs), memoranda of understanding (MOUs), and memoranda of agreement (MOAs), to include base support requirements lists (BSRLs).

    j.  GFE REQUIREMENTS:  While not separately rated, the contractor’s proposed GFE Requirements and the government’s assessment thereof will be utilized in relation to the task-specific evaluation criteria and during the best-value determination/recommendation provided to the Contracting Officer.  

    k.  TRAVEL REQUIRMENTS:  Not rated.  The offeror shall include the Government NTE amount in the Price/DPPH Matrix which is provided in response to this T/ORP.  

    l.  MATERIALS/ODCs REQUIREMENT:  Not rated.  The offeror shall include the Government NTE amount in the Price/DPPH Matrix which is provided in response to this T/ORP.  

    m.  SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS (i.e., Security, SCI Billets, Technical Assistance Agreement (TAA), Travel Outside the U.S., or other such requirements):  While not separately rated, the contractor’s proposed Special Requirements and the government’s assessment thereof will be utilized in relation to the task-specific evaluation criteria and during the best-value determination/recommendation provided to the Contracting Officer.  

    n.  KEY PERSONNEL/STAFFING:  While not separately rated, the contractor’s Key Personnel/Staffing response and the government’s assessment thereof will be utilized in relation to the task-specific evaluation criteria and during the best-value determination/recommendation provided to the Contracting Officer.

    o.  PRICE/DPPH MATRIX:  While not separately rated, the price of the T/O based on the proposed labor mix and the government’s assessment thereof will be utilized in relation to the task-specific evaluation criteria and during the best-value determination/recommendation provided to the Contracting Officer.  Note:  This competitive T/ORP action is a “best value” competition and not intended to be a “price” competition.  The projected funding information specified in this T/ORP represents the Government’s anticipated budget for the effort described.  Offerors should demonstrate how they can best utilize the anticipated budget to support the proposed effort

    p.  OCI ISSUES:  The proposal will be evaluated relative to any organizational conflict of interest (OCI) involving either the prime and/or any of its proposed team members or subcontractors.  If an actual or potential OCI is identified, the evaluation will include an assessment of the task-specific risk mitigation plan submitted by the prime contractor.  
    q.  DATA RIGHTS IDENTIFICATION/ASSERTION:  During evaluation of the proposal, consideration will be given to the offeror’s response to the Data Right Identification/Assertion response.  While not separately rated, the offeror’s response and the government’s assessment thereof will be utilized in relation to the task-specific evaluation criteria and during the best-value determination/recommendation provided to the Contracting Officer.
