a. CLIN 0005 — SETA Surge: At the unilateral option of the government, CLIN 0005 may be
exercised incrementally or totally at any time during the period of performance of CLIN 0001, up to the
amount set forth in Section B of the contract. The CPFF unit price per DPPH + will be used to
exercise CLIN 0005, if it is exercised incrementally.

b. CLIN 0007 - Testbed Surge: At the unilateral option of the government, CLIN 0007 may be
exercised incrementally or totally during the period of performance of CLIN 0003, up to the amount set
forth in Section B of the Contract. The CPFF unit price per DPPH will be used to exercise
CLIN 0004, if it is exercised incrementally.

¢. The Contracting Officer may exercise increments of these options by giving notice to the
contractor in the form of a unilateral modification to this contract. The parties agree that these Option
increments shall be considered (0 have beeu exercised, for the purpose of this contract, at the time the
Government deposits the unilateral modification in the mail.

H-7. GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY: The government furnished property is shown on the
