The National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2002 authorized DoD to pursue one BRAC round in 2005.
SECDEF's 15 Nov 02 memo initiated the complex analysis and decision process that will involve virtually all levels
of DoD management, from installation through major command and component/agency headquarters to OSD.

As a one-time authority, realignment and closure decisions will support transformation of DoD. To provide
SECDEF, the commission, and the President with the optimal set of recommendations, the data provided by SMDC
to support the analytical work and subsequent deliberations must be free from opinions, internal or external, based
on non-certified data and speculation.
