The summary nomination should address the following:

· Specific achievement and accomplishment above and beyond meeting baseline standards.

· Innovative/“above and beyond” approaches meeting the community’s needs.
· Evidence of the demand or number of students enrolled in the local AFTB classes
· Evidence of the impact AFTB has on family and community readiness.

· Program staff leadership that is creative and inspirational.

· Effectiveness of AFTB training provided in collaboration and in partnerships with both military and community organizations.
