· USAREC AFTB Program 
· Cadet Command AFTB Program 
One award will be presented in each of the categories.  Installation/Military Community nominations are to be submitted to CFSC through the Region/MACOM AFTB Program Managers. 
Region/MACOMAFTB Managers will review applications and submit nominations for each of the categories as outlined.  Submission of the packet by the Regions/MACOM to CFSC constitutes concurrence and official selection of the Installation/MILCOM nomination. All nominations packets submitted by Region and MACOM for Instructor of the Year must include the following:

· Photo Copy of Instructor Training certificate.  If certificate is not available, the program nominating the Volunteer Instructor is responsible for contacting the program manager from the loosing installation to obtain written verification of Instructor Training completion.
· Completed Nomination Packet/Form
· Electronic Photograph to HQ AFTB
· Signed photo release allowing AFTB to feature nominee’s photograph on the website
· Complete narrative/summary describing the Volunteer Instructor’s contributions to the program, the affect it has had on the program, and the quantitive and qualitative results.  This narrative/summary should be limited to no more than two pages.
· Any additional support documentation.  Documentation should be limited to how this instructor has impacted their program and/or community. This should limited to no more than two pages.
NOTE: Personal identifiers will be removed from the nomination forms by the CFSC Staff.  Photos will not be included in the nomination packet given to the selection committee.  They will only be used on the website to recognize each nominee’s contribution that earned them Volunteer Instructor of the Year.
SELECTION PROCESS
A HQ DA panel will review all the nominations and will select a recipient for each AFTB Program categories.
1. After the nomination suspense date, the selection committee will review all nomination packets.

2. Committee will then select the AFTB Volunteer Instructor of the Year based solely on the criteria described herein.

3. The selection committee will be comprise of one member of the CFSC AFTB Staff, one Core Instructor, one MACOM representative, one Region representative and one ACS Officer/FSD Chief as appointed by the Region/MACOM.

4. The committee selection is final.  Results will be reviewed by the Chief of AFTB and Director of Family Programs
5. The Volunteer Instructor of the Year will be honored on or about 10 December in conjunction with AFTB Birthday events.
6. Award recipients will be notified through their Region/MACOMs NLT 1 November, 2004. 
7. The recipients will be honored at the AFTB DAY Award Banquet that is scheduled to be held on 10 Dec 2004 in conjunction with the Master Trainer/Program Manager Courses, Greenville, South Carolina.  
8. CFSC AFTB will provide travel and event information to the award recipient following their notification of selection.
