USASMDC AFAP Report-Out 2002 (U).  USASMDC AFAP Report-Out occurred 16 Aug 02 at the Crystal City Marriott, Arlington, VA.  A total of 65 individuals representing all components of the command participated.  41 delegates evaluated 25 issues and recommended 12 issues for entry into the HQDA AFAP Conference in Nov 02.  The teen delegation presented SECARMY with their canvass art project to commemorate 11 Sep 01.  LTG Cosumano presented 3 surviving family members with memorial plaques made by volunteers in Huntsville.  The delegates also voted on the “top five USASMDC issues” most critical to the command: (1) Capital Gains Tax on sale of primary residence,(2) Survivor Benefits Plan (SBP) options, (3) Tri-care Referral Process for long-term/extended health conditions, (4) Moving in the middle of the school year, (5) Auto Rental Reimbursement during overseas PCS.  The delegates also voted on the Army “top six critical Active issues” and the “top four most valuable services”.  Army leadership support of the AFAP Conference was evident by the participation of The Secretary of the Army, LTG and Mrs. Cosumano, MG and Mrs. Urias, BG and Mrs. Geraci, SMA Tilley and numerous other DA/DOD representatives, national level exhibitors and sponsors.  Members of the press, television and radio, conducted live interviews later airing on national television networks.  
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
