EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

(U) Worldwide AFAP Conference and GOSC Meeting.  (U) (CFSC-FP) One hundred and twelve delegates from installations and major Army commands met from 18- 22 November 2002 evaluated 146 well-being issues submitted from AFAP conferences across the Army, prioritizing 23 for adoption into the AFAP.  Their top five issues were: 1) In-State Tuition; 2) Retirement Dislocation Allowance (DLA); 3) Selective Use of Military Spouse Preference; 4) Montgomery GI Bill Expiration Date and 5) Medical Coverage for Activated Reserve Component.  The delegates also voted for the 4 Most Valuable Services and the Top 6 Critical Active AFAP issues, and reported these to the Vice Chief of Staff, Army (VCSA) at the conference closing session.  The AFAP General Officer Steering Committee (GOSC) met 20 March 2002 to review and determine the status of 27 of the 72 active AFAP issues.  The GOSC determined that 6 of the briefed issues were completed and that 3 were unattainable.  The next AFAP GOSC will meet in May 03.  The top five issues from the Nov 02 HQDA AFAP Conference will be briefed at that session.  Results from the conference and GOSC will be posted to the AFAP website pending acceptance into the HQDA AFAP by the Chief of Staff, Army.
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
