Housing nearly 2,700 people on Kwajalein

and Roi-Namur, not to mention any TDY or
transient personnel, is certainly no easy task.
Finding a home or room for each person or
family is important in keeping the islands�
lifestyle as pleasant as possible.

USAKA has overall responsibility for allocat-
ing housing for each organization or contractor
that operates here. That equates to finding
space for 2,474 residents on Kwajalein and 197
residents at Roi-Namur.

Each company, in turn, has its own organiza-
tional housing representative (OHR), who de-
termines the actual placement of its personnel.

�The Logistic Housing Office (LHO) works
closely with the OHRs to ensure the Change of

Tropical storms. A power plant

explosion. An airplane coming in for
a crash landing.

An emergency situation can occur
at any time, especially on a military
installation far from home and help.
A cunning plan has to be in place to
tackle any type of disaster, whether
natural, manmade or something al-
together different.

Disaster is the name of the game at
the Emergency Operations Center.

�EOC is a management tool the
commander has in the event of a
natural disaster, a manmade disas-
ter, any kind of emergency situation
� that�s going to require a 24-hour
command control capability � that�s
the EOC,� explained Maj. Steve Mor-
ris, USAKA/KMR operations officer.

On Wednesday, military, civilian
and contractor personnel gathered
on the third floor of the Atoll Terminal
building to rehearse procedures and
check equipment, from telephones to
computers to hand-held radios. Maps
blanketed the wall of the EOC room.
A real-time weather computer termi-
nal, monitored by Aeromet, displayed

up-to-the-minute data.
The focus of this particular drill is

weather, particularly tropical storms.
�The storm season is upon us. The

likelihood of a pacific storm, a ty-
phoon, is increased now, so we�re just
shaking the cobwebs out,� Morris said.
�We have a very well-established pro-
cedure, but like anything else you
have to go out and practice it.�

A strong storm blew through Kwa-
jalein Atoll as recently as 1997. Winds
as a high as 45 mph caused signifi-
cant damage, according to records of
the storm. In 1991, Zelda blasted
through here packing winds nearly
twice as strong.

�It trashed this place,� Morris said.
But EOC battles more than just

brutal storms. It works against
manmade disasters, such as a pos-
sible explosion at the power plant, or
any other disturbance that could
significantly impact the island�s mis-
sion and safety.

�You have to have a good plan out
here,� said Morris, noting Kwajalein�s
fragile existence in the middle of the
Pacific Ocean. �Help is 2,200 miles away.�

While the EOC acts as the arms
and legs of any emergency situation,
the head is the Crisis Management
Team (CMT), lead by Col. Gary K.
McMillen, USAKA/KMR commander
along with the site managers of the
contractors on island and key

USAKA/KMR staff. Their job is to
gather information and make recom-
mendations, with final decisions
made by the commander. Those deci-
sions could be as simple as where to
sandbag to whether or not to evacu-
ate the island.

The EOC � made up of personnel
from USAKA/KMR, public affairs,
Aeromet, KLS, IRE and others � then
executes the orders.

�The KLS is the ones who act as the
soldiers, in military terms,� Morris said.
�They�re the guys that are going to go
out with FOM and board up windows,
cut down the tree limbs blocking the
road, and do all those things.�

Meanwhile, IRE workers monitor
the sensors and ensure they are
working. Every organization gener-
ally gets involved, particularly the
fire department and Kwajalein Police
Department. �They obviously have a
big part in any emergency situation,�
Morris said.

EOC drills are generally performed
quarterly, with full-blown exercises
performed once a year or so. Resi-
dents are urged to consult their
phone books, which provide instruc-
tions on what to do during an emer-
gency based on the message blasts
relayed by the siren system.

�Our initial means of notifying the
community that�s something is up is
the siren system,� Morris said.

Housing for USAKA’s residents a high priority ...

Housing services available

Self help: Located in building 779 across
from Finance. They have a cross section of
available supplies necessary for the continu-
ing maintenance of your quarters. This in-
cludes everything from toilet parts to lawn
mowers to air conditioning filters. There are
no costs involved.

Trouble desk: Reachable at 53550.The
trouble desk provides a contact number for
those problems that cannot be taken care of
by the quarters occupants. Examples of this
might be air conditioning failures, plumbing
leaks or broken windows.

Furniture warehouse: Provides all of
the furniture needs for both UPH and family
housing, they can be reached at 53434.

Occupancy Maintenance (COOM) is
complete and the quarters are ready
for the next occupant upon their ar-
rival,� said Susan Kleback,
superintendant, housing services.

Current housing units on Kwaja-
lein are broken down into the following:
Unaccompanied personnel hous-
ing (UPH):
� Nine buildings with 536 rooms
� 88 trailers capable of holding two
occupants each
Transient or TDY housing:
� 54 transient rooms at Pacific Bach-
elor Quarters, which can house up to
seven persons
� 72 rooms above Macy�s (two per
room) for official TDY personnel
� 37 rooms at Kwaj Lodge (one or two
per room), including a distinguished
visitor suite
Family housing:
� 131 trailers (1960s vintage)
� Nine units of 100 series housing
� 49 units of 200 series housing
� 231 units of 400 series housing
� 136 new housing units

At present, UPH occupancy is at
100 percent islandwide, while family
housing occupancy is at 95 percent
on Kwajalein.

Current housing units on Roi-
Namur are broken down into the
following:
� Unaccompanied Personnel Hous-
ing rooms: 220 rooms renovated
1994-1997, including 15 for TDY
� Trailers: 12

Specific housing units are not per-
manently assigned to any one orga-
nization, with the exception of the
commander, deputy commander, the
site manager and deputy site
manager�s quarters.

When a house is vacated by its
previous tenants, an evaluation is
made by COOM personnel of neces-
sary maintenance to be performed,
which is then tasked. This allows the
necessary maintenance and cosmetic
work to be accomplished while the
unit is empty. When the COOM is
complete, Housing releases the unit

for occupancy.
Occupants moving into new quar-

ters will be given a Condition of Quar-
ters report, which they must fill out
detailing any discrepancies they find.
Those problems will then be fixed.

�We try to put everybody into ...
permanent quarters immediately, but
it is not always possible,� said An-
drea Dixon, RSE housing adminis-
trator and OHR.

�There are several factors, such as
overlaps between departures and
arrivals or the COOM process may
not be completed, which may require
assignment to temporary housing,�
she added.

The USAKA housing regulations
contained in 210-1 for family hous-
ing and 210-2 for UPH provide the
guidelines to be followed by all con-
tractors that provide housing for their
personnel. USAKA also determines
the number and types of housing
allocated to each organization.

Each organization has its own in-
ternal system to determine the types
of housing to be assigned to each
individual.

Questions concerning those mat-
ters should be posed to the employer�s
OHR.
