(2)  In accomplishing their duties related to the source selection process, the aforementioned firms may require access to proprietary information contained in the offerors' proposals. Therefore, pursuant to FAR 9.505-4, these firms must execute an agreement with each offeror that states that they will (1) protect the offerors’ information from unauthorized use or disclosure for as long as it remains proprietary and (2) refrain from using the information for any purpose other than that for which it was furnished. MERTSS QUESTIONS

1.  Question:  How many MERTSS transportable vans are expected to be delivered under CLIN 0001 and CLIN 0002?

Answer:  Determined by the contractor

 2.  Requirement:  Data latency, including transmission over SATCOM links, shall be no greater than 0.5 seconds.  

2a.  Question:  Does this pertain to missile data transmitted directly from the missile to the MERTSS?  

Answer:  No

2b.  Question:  Does this apply to all data, including missile data, received at a local MERTSS and relayed to a remote site via SATCOM?  

Answer:  Yes

2c.  Question:  Does this apply to data transferred between remote MERTSS sites via SATCOM?  

Answer:  Yes

2d.  Question:  Does this apply to the transmission of destruct signals to the missile and the return of tone receiver status? 

Answer:  No

3.  Requirement:  RS capability shall be modular in design such that it can be optional deployed with the TM system.

Question:  Does each MERTSS unit have a command destruct officer capable of sending the destruct command?  

Answer:  Yes, depending on scenario

4.  Requirement: Telemetry System; Number of RF Data Links Supported: Expandable as required.  Receiver/Combiner Sets: PCM/FSK 6, FQPSK 3 and Pre-D 3 Channels
4a.  Question:  How many telemetry links are required?  

Answer:  8 links with backups for each

4b.  Question:  What’s the maximum expansion capacity required for data links?

Answer:  16 with backup

5.  Requirement:  Analog recorders required: 2 recorders with up to 40 channels each.

Question:  Analog recorders are obsolete and digital recorders are the future of recording devices.  These should not be included as a requirement for an advanced concept system.  Can digital recorders be used exclusively to record all analog signals?  

Answer:  No

6.  Requirement:  TM Antenna Coverage: S&L with integrated UHF FTS feed.  Separate or Integrate TM/FTS Antennas: Vendor determined 

Question:  Is there a requirement for the TM and FTS antennas to be integrated into a single antenna?  

Answer:  No 

7.  Requirement:  The RSS shall have video monitors to display external video feeds.   

7a.  Question:  Are the video sources part of the MERTSS?  

Answer:  No

7b.  Question:  What are the video requirements?  Camera on the TM antenna?  Other places?  

Answer:  There is no requirement to provide a camera on the system.

7c.  Question:  Will video feeds be received from remote MERTSS sites?  

Answer:  No

7d.  Question:  Will video feeds be received from the missile?  

Answer:  Yes

8.  Requirement:  Analog recorder, one channel for recording IRIG A, B and G.

Question:  One channel is specified for recording IRIG A, B and G.  Are they multiplexed?  Aren’t three channels required?  

Answer:  The system should have the standard TM capability to multiplex standard IRIG timing signals

9.  Requirement:  S and L Band Data Rate and Tracking Range with BER: TBD

Question:  Has the requirement been defined?

Answer:  No.  This is to be determined by the offeror.   

10.  Requirement:  4 Treaty Compliant Digital Recorders

10a.  Question:  Which treaty?  START?

Answer:  Yes 

10b.  Question:  Are METRUM Model 80 recorders the requirement?

Answer:  Offeror to determine which recorders best meet the need detailed in the problem statement

11.  Requirement:  If Sea Mobile Deployed: >Sea State 4

Question:  Is Sea State 4 the maximum sea state condition in which the MERTSS must operate?

Answer:  Yes

12.  If a system is deployed on a forward platform (e.g. a ship), for the technology demonstration, are the costs of the forward platform and/or its operational costs considered part of the $22 Million cost ceiling? 


Answer:  The ship will be government furnished equipment, however, the operation and land transport of the MERTSS system will be the responsibility of the contractor.  Any required air transportation of hardware to locations outside the Continental US will be provided by the Government (see paragraph d.(6) “Transportation to Test Locations” under Proposal Submission).
13.  Are we to assume that there is a common “control center” that manages the overall test scenario and provides planning and communications to tie together the MERTSS systems and other participants in the demonstration?


Answer:  Yes.  The Lead Range’s operational control center will provide this function.

14.  Are foldouts permitted in the proposal?  If so, how are these pages counted?


Answer:  Yes.  Foldouts are counted as two pages.

15.  What, if any, are the type/pitch requirements for tables and figures in the proposal?


Answer:  12 pitch with one inch margins on left, right, and bottom; one and one-half inch margin at top (see paragraph e. “BAA Proposal Instructions ” under Proposal Submission).
16.   Are there Small or Small Disadvantaged Business Subcontract Goals that need to be met?


Answer:  No specific goals for this procurement other than requirements in DFARS 219.705-4. 

17.  Is there a PCM/FM/FM Telemetry requirement?

 
Answer:  Yes

18.  What are the characteristics of the PCM/FM TLM, i.e. are the 6 channels 5 Mbps each, 3 channels at 10 Mbps each, 1 channel at 30 Mbps or an aggregate of 30 Mbps for the combination of 6 channels? 


Answer:  The system should be flexible enough to accommodate all these combinations.

19.  What are the characteristics of the FQPSK TLM, i.e. are the 3 channels 10 Mbps each, 2 channels at 15 Mbps, or an aggregate of 30 Mbps for the combination of 3 channels? 


Answer:  The system should be flexible enough to accommodate all these combinations.

20.  In regards to the “Top Level Requirement” Page 2, “ The Vendor shall provide separate cost estimates for development of the telemetry and range safety system”.  On page 39, RFP Section III and IV ask that CLIN and top-level cost information only (no WBS breakout) be provided.  Where would the Government like us to provide the lower level cost breakout information for Range Safety and Telemetry?


Answer:  The lower level cost breakout information for both the Telemetry and Range Safety systems must be by CLIN structure and included with the information requested by Sections III and IV of the RFP. 

There is no change to the proposal due date of 7 Oct 02 as a result of this amendment.
