ALL CONTRACTING OFFICERS WITHIN THE DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE (DOD) AND OTHER GOVERNMENT ORGANIZATIONS ARE AUTHORIZED TO ISSUE TASK ORDERS UNDER THIS BASIC ORDERING AGREEMENT.

ANY PROTEST FILED AS A RESULT OF AN ORDER ISSUED UNDER THIS BASIC ORDERING AGREEMENT WILL BE HANDLED BY THE ORIGINATING OFFICE THAT PLACED THE ORDER.

Services will be ordered via individual Task Orders issued against the Basic Ordering Agreement.  

Price/amount will be negotiated and agreed to under each individual task order.

TASK ORDERS

Work to be performed under this agreement shall be within the broad parameters of the Statement of Work as set forth in Section C, and specifically defined and/or controlled by means of task orders executed by the Contracting Officer.  Task orders shall be in writing and shall be issued to the Contractor covering the following information:

1. Technical description of the requirement.

2. Basic agreement number and delivery order number.

3. Appropriation and funding data.

4. The total cost or price of the order.

5. Time allowed to complete the order.

6. List of Government-furnished property, material, plant equipment, special test equipment, and special tooling, if any.

7. Applicable special instructions as required, such as shipping, delivery, quality, degree and place of inspection and place of acceptance.

8. Other pertinent information.

b. The contractor shall provide to the Government a proposal for each task within ten (10) working days after 

receipt of the RFP.  The contractor’s proposal shall describe how the task will be accomplished; name of task leader and resumes of key personnel, if requested; work breakdown analysis including location, time and cost to complete the services, description of data items to be delivered, and cost and type of materials and travel.

c. Task orders may be issued on a DD Form 1155, Order for Supplies or Services, or Standard Form 26 

(SF26), Award/Contract.  Task Orders will become a binding contract when DD Form 1155 or SF 26 are signed by both parties.

d. The payment office is provided in Block 15 of the DD Form 1155 or Block 12 of the SF 26.

e. Administration of the awarded document will be performed by the office specified in Block 7 of the DD 

Form 1155 or Block 6 of the SF 26.

f. Changes in the terms of the Basic Ordering Agreement may only be made by the Contracting Officer,

4. Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price, and extended price of services performed

5. Name and phone number of person to be notified in event of a defective invoice

6. Tax Identification Number (TIN)

SECTION H Special Contract Requirements 

SPECIAL CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS

TERM OF THE BASIC ORDERING AGREEMENT

a. The term of the Basic Ordering Agreement is for a period of three (3) years beginning with the 

date of execution thereof.  Notwithstanding the expiration date of this agreement, the Contractor shall complete performance of all Orders and/or Order Modifications issued prior to the expiration.  As stated above, even if performance may extend beyond the expiration date of this agreement.

b.  Upon mutual agreement of the parties, the period for issuing orders may be extended up to two (2) 

years.  This will be done in accordance with DFARS 216.703.  No single extension shall exceed one (1) year.

c. This Basic Ordering Agreement may be terminated in its entirety by either party upon thirty (30) 
days notice to the other party.

TECHNICAL DIRECTION CHANGE


All instructions and/or directions which cause an increase or decrease in the estimated total cost of, or the time required for, the performance of the delivery or task order, or which otherwise affect any other provision of this agreement, must be issued by the Contracting Officer.

INSTRUCTIONS BY CONTRACTING OFFICER

a. The contractor will not accept any instructions issued by any person other than the Contracting 

Officer that signed the Order or the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) when one is appointed.  If the COR is appointed, the appointment will be done by letter to the COR with the scope of the COR’s authority set forth in the appointment letter.  A copy of the appointment letter will be furnished to the contractor.

b. No information other than that which may be contained in an authorized modification to the 

purchase instrument, duly issued by the Contracting Officer which may be received from any person employed by the U.S. Government or otherwise, will be considered as grounds for deviation from any stipulation of this purchase instrument. 

BILATERAL UNPRICED ORDERS WITH NOT-TO-EXCEED (NTE), SUBJECT TO NEGOTIATIONS ONLY

The Government may issue a Bilateral Unpriced Order with mutually agreed upon NTE prices or allowable cost plus fee, subject to negotiation only.  The order shall state a ceiling price which shall be equal to the extended amounts of the NTE price.
