Army Announces Installation Protection Program Contract Award

FALLS CHURCH, Va., – The Joint Program Executive Office for Chemical and Biological Defense (JPEO-CBD), and the Joint Project Manager, Guardian (JPMG), announced a team led by Science Applications International Corporation (SAIC) of San Diego, CA, has been awarded a contract by the Army’s Space and Missile Defense Command in Huntsville, AL, to serve as the Guardian Installation Protection Program, Lead Systems Integrator (LSI). The LSI will provide an integrated Chemical, Biological, Radiological, and Nuclear protection (CBRN) capability at 200 Department of Defense installations and facilities worldwide.  

The initial period of performance for the cost-plus-fixed-fee, award-term contract will be three years with an estimated value of $117 million. SAIC may be awarded an additional three years, in one-year increments based on successful performance, at the completion of the initial three-year contract. The potential cumulative value of the contract is $390 million. 

The goals of this contract are to ensure a timely, dynamic, and cost effective deployment of off-the-shelf technologies for defense against CBRN threats. Under government oversight, SAIC will manage all aspects of the program including site surveys, procurement of commercial hardware, qualification testing, equipment integration, installation training, and initial logistics support. 
SAIC’s team consists of Johnson Controls, Inc., of Cape Canaveral, FL, and Midwest Research Institute, of Kansas City, MO.  Together they provide the management and logistics infrastructure and the capability to test, integrate and insert new technologies as they mature.
