Dear Sir/Madam:

    The U.S. Army Space and Missile Defense Command (USASMDC) thanks you for your interest in the JTF-CS acquisition and invites you to review the DRFP and the associated documents to determine whether you might prepare and submit a proposal for evaluation against the requirements stated therein.

     The purpose of the contract awarded under the subject acquisition will be to provide a variety of support functions to the United States Northern Command (USNORTHCOM), Joint Task Force Civil Support (JTF-CS).  These various functions are detailed in the Scope of Work (SOW) found in Section C of the attached DRFP document.

   The resultant contract will be a hybrid type including Firm-Fixed Price Government Labor Categories, as well as cost reimbursable Contract Line Item Numbers (CLINs) for travel and ODC/Materials.  The contract will include a one-year basic period of performance with fourteen (14) one-year options, as well as potential surge option CLINs for labor, travel, and ODC/Materials.  The place of performance will be Ft. Monroe, VA at the JTF-CS site.

    Please be advised that all communications concerning this acquisition (including, but not limited to, management/technical issues, pricing issues, administration issues, and proposal issues) must be coordinated through the Contract Specialist, Ms. Astrid Lahiere, or the Contracting Officer, Mr. Billy Lemley.

    Communications with anyone other than Ms. Lahiere, Mr. Lemley, or the undersigned are inappropriate during this on-going acquisition.  In accordance with 41 U.S.C. 423(e)(1), (2), and (3), listed below are the various sanctions and/or penalties available for violations of the above-referenced prohibitions:

· Criminal penalties up to imprisonment for 5 years;

· Civil penalties up to $50,000 fine per individual (government or contractor) and $500,000 per contractor or firm; and

· Administrative actions up to and including dismissal from federal government or contractor employment.
