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1.0 Introduction

The Missile Defense Agency (MDA) plans to conduct two flight tests at the XXX United States Test Range.  These missions, designated as MDA Flight Test #1, are scheduled for the third and fourth quarters of FY04.  The Test and Evaluation Directorate of the MDA will be responsible for producing a quick-look report.  In order to produce this quick-look report certain data products must be delivered to representatives of the Test and Evaluation Directorate of the MDA on-site at Point Mugu.

2.0 Purpose

The purpose of the on-site DHP is to specify point of contacts (POC), phone numbers, and the logistics associated with delivery of each data product required for the development of the MDA/TEX quick-look report.

3.0 MDA/TEX location

All post-flight products generated shall be labeled with the Distribution Statement below:
