1.
BACKGROUND.  Located on WSMR, New Mexico, the HELSTF was opened in 1983 as the Department of Defense’s open-air test facility for high-energy laser concept and system tests and evaluation.  The HELSTF is managed by the Department of the Army with the Space and Missile Defense Command (USASMDC) as the executing command.  The Government intends to procure services for the operations and maintenance (O&M) of the mission equipment and systems at the HELSTF.  This mission equipment consists of the Mid-Infrared Advanced Chemical Laser (MIRACL), one of the most powerful chemical lasers in the world, the Sea-Lite Beam Director (SLBD), various low power chemical and solid-state lasers, the Large Vacuum Chamber, a facility for simulating a high altitude environment, various instrumented target areas, and supporting instrumentation, computers and other systems.  Together, these facilities and systems comprise a unique national resource for the conduct of research and testing in support of the development of future weapon systems by all of the Services, non-DOD Government Agencies, industry, and academic institutions.  The HELSTF mission equipment and systems must be maintained and operated as efficiently as possible to enable weapon system developers to use the facility.  The contractor is encouraged to consider and apply innovative approaches that improve the efficiency of operating and maintaining the mission equipment and systems at the HELSTF.   The contractor is one of three contractors that assist the Government in operating and maintaining the HELSTF.  A Facilities Maintenance contractor performs maintenance of real property, roads and grounds, utilities, and provides custodial services.  A Systems Engineering and Technical Assistance Contract (SETAC) contractor provides systems engineering and advisory services to the Government staff.  It is essential that the O&M contractor creates and maintains cooperative relationships with these other contractors.

2.
GENERAL.  The contractor shall provide all services required to operate and maintain the mission equipment and systems at the HELSTF.  The contractor shall perform the tasks set forth in the subparagraphs of this SOW.

3.
MANAGEMENT.  The contractor shall provide the management required to plan, organize, coordinate and control its effort under this contract.

3.1.
Technical Directive (TD).  Unless immediately necessary to preserve life or property, all work performed under this contract shall be in response to a Government-approved TD.  The contractor shall provide TD cost estimates as requested.  Examples of anticipated TDs are:


a.
Improvements and Modernization (I&M) of HELSTF equipment, including design, development, and fabrication.


b.
Conduct mission tests in accordance with government-approved test plans. 


c.
Equipment integration, testing, validation and verification analyses.


d.
Design and development of proposed changes or new systems.


e.
Modification/development of computer hardware, network, and software to support new or existing mission operational requirements.

3. 2
Management Reports.  The contractor shall provide management reports as described in the following subparagraphs.

3.2.1
Task Plan.  The contractor shall prepare a task plan for each TD, unless this requirement is waived in writing by the Technical Monitor (TM).  As a minimum, the task plan shall address the technical approach for accomplishing the work required by the TD, the resource-loaded schedule for completion, and a risk assessment.  The task plan shall be submitted in accordance with (IAW) Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL) A001.

3.2.2
Cost Accounting. The contractor shall provide cost accounting information for each TD IAW CDRL A002.

3.2.3
Final Report.  The contractor shall provide an end-of-contract final report IAW CDRL A003.  

3.3
Site Master Schedule.  The contractor shall maintain the HELSTF Site Master Schedule IAW HELSTF Procedure HSP-01-07.  The Government will provide site priorities for guidance to the contractor on resolving scheduling conflicts.  The Government will retain approval authority on all proposed schedules.

3.4
HELSTF Teams, Boards, and Working Groups.  The contractor shall provide qualified personnel to participate on boards, teams, and working groups (such as Integrated Product Teams (IPT), HELSTF Safety Board, etc.) as directed by the Government.

3.5
Enterprise Software.  The Government uses the MP2 Enterprise software to manage the HELSTF O&M.  Enterprise software is used to manage the physical assets, intellectual capital, and activities on the site.  The contractor may elect to use the Government’s Enterprise software.  In this event, the Government will furnish its software to the contractor as Government Furnished Property.  The contractor may elect to use his or her own management information systems (MIS).  In this case, any and all contractor management information systems, automatic data processing systems and equipment (ADPSE), and software furnished by the contractor or any of its subcontractors shall meet the requirements of paragraphs 3.5.1 and 3.5.2.

3.5.1
Information Requirements.  The Government requires information from the contractor’s management information system in order to conduct its operations.  The Government will use the elements of information routinely collected by the contractor and used by the contractor’s management to the maximum extent possible.  The Government may, at its option, require the contractor to maintain additional information beyond that routinely collected and maintained in the contractor’s MIS.  The contractor’s MIS shall be capable of supporting the Government’s need to require the collection and maintenance of this additional information.

3.5.2
Interfaces.  Any and all contractor management information systems and all contractor-furnished Automated Data Processing Systems and equipment used in the performance of this contract shall interface with the Government MP2 Enterprise software system.  “Interface” means that the Government’s software is able to automatically extract any element of information stored within the contractor’s ADPSE or MIS and to automatically view any and all reports and/or other output produced by the contractor’s MIS.  An “element of information” is the contents of a single data field within the contractor’s MIS.  “Automatically extract” means the Government’s Enterprise software is capable of copying information from the contractor’s management information system without human intervention.  “Automatically view” means a Government official may request any output of the contractor’s MIS from within the Government’s MP2 Enterprise software, and that output will be presented to the requesting official at his or her workstation, in electronic format without further human intervention.

3.5.3
Exceptions.  All exceptions to the use of the specified enterprise software shall be documented and specifically requested and approved in writing by the technical monitor.  Exceptions that might produce lower costs must be documented for Government review.  Documentation shall include cost benefit, impact, risk and complexity evaluation.  Exceptions under imminent risk of personnel safety, equipment damage or violation of law or policy shall be documented and addressed as soon as possible after the imminent risk has been resolved.  Nothing shall be construed to prevent rapid communication and proactive notification of any issue germane to Government concerns.

4.
OPERATIONS.  The contractor shall operate the mission equipment and systems at the HELSTF in accordance with Government-approved Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) and the Government-approved TD.  Operations may include, but not be limited to, pre-operational checks and services such as fueling operations, pressurization of high-pressure systems, alignments, checkouts, rehearsals and setups necessary to prepare the systems to support the mission in accordance with the TD, mission operations, such as staffing and operating the site control room and mission computer center, and post mission operations, such as re-entry, return of systems and equipment to standby configuration, data reduction, analysis and distribution, test reporting, and re-fuelling operations.  Government direction will be provided in the TD.

Test Support Plan (TSP).  When directed by the Government to perform a test, the contractor shall formulate its plan for accomplishing the test, and shall prepare a TSP for Government approval IAW CDRL A004.  The contractor shall produce documents demonstrating the readiness of the test facilities and their associated equipment and expected costs for the test.  The Government will provide the contractor with a Test Requirements Document as the basis for the TSP.

MAINTENANCE.  The contractor shall perform preventive and corrective maintenance of the HELSTF mission equipment and systems.

Preventive Maintenance.  The contractor shall perform preventive maintenance in strict accordance with the Government-approved Mission Systems Integrated Maintenance Plan as part of the MP2 Enterprise system described in paragraph 3.5 and the HELSTF Site Master Schedule.

Corrective Maintenance.  The contractor shall report all equipment requiring corrective maintenance to the TM.  The Government will elect to repair, replace, or dispose of the equipment, at its option, and will issue appropriate direction to the contractor via the TD.

The contractor shall conduct written evaluations, inspections IAW the HELSTF Managers Building Inspection Plan HPD-01-02, monitor safety programs, and conduct more frequent inspections of areas deemed high risk; i.e., pressure vessels, test sites, laboratories, confined space sites, hazardous materials and waste sites, radiation sites, etc.  The contractor shall document all noted deficiencies and corrective actions in the Government Problem Evaluation Review and Reporting (PERR) System.

The contractor shall ensure adequate safe practices, systems, and safe physical standards are incorporated in operating procedures, manuals, directives, and other instructions.

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS MINIMIZATION PROGRAM.  The contractor shall institute a hazardous materials minimization program to eliminate or minimize the use of hazardous materials and the generation of hazardous waste in HELSTF operations.

SECURITY.  The contractor shall comply with the HELSTF Operations Security (OPSEC) Plan and security requirements per the DD 254 issued with the contract.

The Award Fee Process will be an interactive partnering effort between the government and the contractor.  The contractor will participate in the assessment of their performance and the development and weighting of the evaluation Focus Areas.

The contractor’s performance will be evaluated by the Award Fee Evaluation Board (AFEB) on a quarterly basis.  The quarterly evaluation session will follow the site’s Internal Performance Review (IPR).  During each quarterly session the AFEB will reach a consensus on adjectival and numerical ratings to be assigned for each Focus Area designated at the previous evaluation session, utilizing the Functional Performance Area (FPA) criteria set forth below.  The quarterly evaluation periods will commence on the day following the IPR, and will end on the date of the next IPR.  The evaluation periods may be modified, to account for the gap between the semi-annual award fee period anniversary date and the next IPR, by mutual agreement between the contractor and the government.


If circumstances prevent an AFEB session from being timely held or from being held at all during a given quarter, the Focus Area(s) established during the previous session will remain in place until the next AFEB session.  The grading results will be weighted appropriately during the semi-annual award fee evaluation to reflect the proportion of elapsed time for that particular AFEB session versus the entire six month award fee period. FAR 15.404-3 requires the prime offeror to submit as part of their proposal the results of subcontract reviews and evaluations, to include direct labor hours, labor categories, material, travel, computer usage hours, etc.  If the subcontract either exceeds $10M or is greater than 10% of the contractor’s proposed price and greater than the cost or pricing data threshold, the SOW and the subcontractor's cost proposal (3 copies) shall be submitted. The subcontractor's cost proposal may be furnished directly to the Government by the subcontractor.  However, submission shall be in accordance with the instructions stated herein and in the same level of detail as that required for the prime proposal. All other subcontract cost or pricing data and evaluation shall be performed and submitted in accordance with the FAR.



(e)
The contractor’s labor categories in the Cost Volume should be reconciled with the labor categories set forth in the attachment entitled “Personnel Qualifications List”.  The descriptions of the desired qualifications for the labor categories are set forth therein.  In additon, if the offeror proposes employment of personnel subject to the Service Contract Act, please identify the corresponding job title as identified in the Service Contract Act Directory of Occupations (http://www.dol.gov/esa/regs/compliance/whd/wage/main.htm).



(f)
The cost proposal shall not contain any classified information.



(g)
The cost proposal shall contain the following data for the prime and subcontractors, as applicable:

These numbers are to be used for proposal purposes but may be apportioned over the prime and subcontractor as appropriate.  DPPH for all other CLINs shall be proposed by the offeror.

ALTERNATE SOURCE SELECTION PROCEDURE FOR HIGHLY COMPLEX RDTE REQUIREMENTS, 2003-DEV-01:


a.
Offerors are advised that the provisions of Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 15 and FAR provision 52.215-1 are applicable to this solicitation, except to the extent that certain elements of the source selection process described in FAR 15.306 and FAR 15.307, and FAR provision 52.215-1 are modified by the alternate source selection procedure described below:



(1)
A complete technical, management, and cost proposal will be submitted simultaneously by offerors in accordance with FAR 15.208 and the provision at FAR 52.215-1 and evaluated by the Government in accordance with FAR 15.305.  Oral presentation of proposals, if requested, will be in accordance with FAR 15.102.



(2)
Source selection based on initial offers:  In accordance with FAR 15.306(a) and FAR Provision 52.215-1(f)(4), as modified by this alternate procedure,  the government intends to select a source for contract award on the basis of initial offers without discussions or establishment of a competitive range.  Under this approach, a source selection will be made based on initial proposals (plus clarifications as described in FAR 15.306).  After source selection, in-depth negotiations leading to contract award will be conducted only with that source;  therefore, the offeror’s initial proposal should contain the offeror’s best terms from an overall technical, management, and cost standpoint.  Offerors whose proposals are not selected will be so notified.



(3)
Source selection based on discussions:  If it is determined as provided in FAR 52.215-1(f)(4) that competitive discussions are necessary; selection will not be made on initial offers, and a competitive range will be established.  Discussions, as defined in FAR 15.306(d) and FAR 52.215-1(a), will be conducted with all offerors in the competitive range.  Offerors whose proposals are not included in the competitive range will be so notified.  At the conclusion of discussions, each offeror still in the competitive range will be given an opportunity to submit a revised proposal.  The date and time for revised proposals will be set by the government in a written notification citing the provision at FAR 52.215-1, paragraph (c)(3),  “Submission, modification, revision, and withdrawal of proposals.”  After evaluation of revised proposals, a source selection will be made; and in-depth negotiations may be conducted only with that source.  


b.
If a definitive contract agreement cannot be negotiated on a timely basis with the originally selected offeror, the original source selection decision may be cancelled and a new source selection process may be conducted in accordance with either paragraph (2) or paragraph (3) above.  If a new competitive range is determined in accordance with paragraph (3) above under this new source selection process, FAR 15.307(a) is hereby modified to the extent that previously excluded offerors may be allowed to participate in new competitive range discussions and submit newly revised proposals.

EVALUATION AREAS/FACTORS/SUBFACTORS:


The government will select for award the proposal which is most advantageous to the government considering the engineering and technical, management, past performance, and cost areas.  The government may select for award the offeror whose total evaluated probable cost is not necessarily the lowest, but whose engineering and technical, management, and past performance proposals are sufficiently more advantageous to the government so as to justify the payment of additional costs.  Conversely, the government may select for award the offeror whose total evaluated probable cost is lower than other proposals that are not sufficiently more advantageous so as to justify the payment of additional costs.  The government will select for award the proposal that is most advantageous and represents the best value to the government using the areas/factors/subfactors set forth below:

AREA 1 - Engineering and Technical:


Factor A -  The contractor approach to satisfy the requirements of the SOW will be evaluated.


Factor B - The offeror’s demonstrated ability to operate and maintain assets similar to those located at HELSTF will be evaluated. The proposal must demonstrate in-depth knowledge of the operations and maintenance of the systems and sub-systems involved. 



Subfactor (1).  High Energy Laser Operations and Maintenance.  The offeror must show competence in the operation and maintenance of high energy lasers (HEL).  For the purpose of this solicitation, a “high energy laser” is a laser with an average output power in excess of 500 kilowatts (kW).  The offeror must demonstrate in-depth knowledge of and competence in the operation and maintenance of high energy chemical deuterium-fluoride lasers, high energy hydrogen-fluorine lasers, and associated electromechanical systems and equipment.



Subfactor (2).
High Energy Laser Optical Systems Operation and Maintenance. The offeror shall demonstrate in-depth knowledge of the principles of design and operation of HEL optical systems, their maintenance requirements and their functional importance in HEL operations.  The offeror shall demonstrate in-depth knowledge of the operation and maintenance of high resolution beam directors similar to the SEA LITE Beam Director (SLBD), and supporting systems.



Subfactor (3).
HEL Beam Diagnostic Systems.
The offeror must demonstrate in-depth knowledge of the techniques for making beam diagnostic measurements of significance to HEL operations.  The offeror must demonstrate capability to operate and maintain the instrumentation commonly used for making HEL power and beam quality measurements.



Subfactor (4).
HEL Mission Computing Systems.  The offeror must demonstrate in-depth knowledge of and competence in the operation and maintenance of data acquisition, HEL and optical system control, monitoring and data reduction computer systems used to conduct HEL test operations.  For the purpose of this solicitation, “computer systems” means the total collection of hardware and software used to perform the data acquisition, HEL and optical device control, environmental monitoring and data reduction and analysis functions at the HELSTF.  It includes the data communications networks used to communicate among the functional elements of the computer system.



Subfactor (5).
High Energy Laser Test Facility Operations and Maintenance. The offeror shall demonstrate the capability to operate and maintain equipment and systems similar to those found in the test cells at HELSTF.  The offeror shall demonstrate an in-depth understanding of the capacities, operational requirements and individual characteristics of HEL systems similar to those found in the HELSTF test target areas.



Subfactor (6).
High Energy Laser System Test Operations.  The offeror shall demonstrate in-depth knowledge of all critical systems, sub-systems, and procedures involved in the functional testing of high energy laser systems. The offeror must demonstrate specialized experience and competence in testing of chemical HEL. The offeror must demonstrate the capability to plan and execute test programs involving equipment and systems similar to those at HELSTF.

AREA 2 - Management:

The quality of the offeror’s proposed management approach will be evaluated using the following factors:


Factor A:  Program Management.  The offeror’s approach to the planning and control of resources will be evaluated including: management controls to provide early visibility for cost and schedule problems, defining the contract work, assigning responsibility, and providing appropriate detailed cost and schedule data to management and the Government.  The offeror’s approach to operational risk management and the extent to which an operational risk management program is integrated into the offeror’s overall management program will be evaluated.


Factor B:   Qualifications of Key Personnel.  The offeror will be evaluated on the quality of experience of its key personnel based on background, education, work experience, and professional development to perform the requirements designated in the scope of work.  In particular, key personnel will be evaluated on experience in similar efforts.  In the event that any of the key personnel are not currently employed by the offeror, the evaluation will assess the degree to which the offeror demonstrates the timely availability of the proposed personnel. Experience levels offered by these personnel will be assessed and the percentage of time that key personnel will be applied to perform work under this effort will also be considered.  Key personnel for this SOW are identified as the program manager, senior engineers/analysts and subcontractor program managers.


Factor C:  Allocation of Personnel.  The Government’s requirements may vary considerably during each contractual period, depending on the level of test activity.  The offeror will be evaluated on its ability to match personnel staffing to the Government’s requirements.  The offeror must demonstrate ability to surge personnel to meet peak requirements and to withdraw and reallocate personnel to other efforts when the Government’s requirements at HELSTF are reduced to a maintenance level.  


Factor D:  Organizational Structure. The offeror’s organization will be evaluated to assess abilities for providing necessary resources (people and equipment) to successfully accomplish the scope of work.  The degree of authority vested in the program manager and the relationships within the overall corporate structure will be evaluated to assess the probability of acquiring all resources necessary and to assure a corporate commitment to this requirement.  The offeror’s proposed phase in plan demonstrating their proposed transition personnel, agenda and anticipated plan of action will also be evaluated.


Factor E:   Innovation.  Each offeror will be evaluated on their accomplishments in streamlining business practices and processes to reduce direct and indirect costs.  Each offeror will be evaluated on it proposed application of e-commerce solutions to improve responsiveness and to reduce cost.


Factor F:  Subcontracting.  Each offeror will be evaluated on the extent to which it identifies and commits to small businesses, veteran-owned small business (including service-disabled veteran-owned), HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged businesses (including HBCU/MI), and woman-owned businesses for performance of the contract, whether as a joint venture, teaming arrangement or subcontractor.
AREA 3 -  Past Performance Area.

The offeror will be evaluated on its technical performance, schedule performance, and cost performance on similar programs.  Specific factors are:


Factor A:  Engineering and Technical Performance.  The offeror’s performance in engineering and technical areas on similar efforts will be evaluated for the offeror’s ability to deliver to the government the engineering and technical services assigned.


Factor B:  Schedule Performance.  The offeror’s performance on past efforts will be evaluated to identify timeliness in achieving assigned milestones and timeliness of delivery of products and services of acceptable quality to the government.


Factor C:  Cost Performance. The offeror’s performance on past efforts relating to cost will be evaluated to identify the offeror’s performance of past efforts within or under budget.


Factor D - Managerial Effectiveness. The offeror’s proposal will be evaluated to assess the degree of success associated with the offeror’s past approaches to managing government contractual efforts.  In addition, the offeror will be evaluated on its compliance with and the extent to which applicable goals were met under subcontracting plans when required under prior programs.

AREA 4 - COST AREA

The cost area is comprised of two evaluation factors, cost realism and total evaluated probable cost.


Factor A:  Cost Realism.  The proposal will be evaluated to assess the likelihood that the technical and management approaches proposed could be accomplished at the cost proposed.  The results of the cost realism evaluation will be applied to the evaluation of the technical and management areas to aid in assessing the offeror’s understanding of the magnitude and complexity of the contract requirements.  The cost realism evaluation will also be used in developing total evaluated probable cost.


Factor B:  Total Evaluated Probable Cost.  The proposal will be evaluated to develop the government’s estimate of the most probable cost to the government of successfully completing the contract using the technical and management approaches proposed.  Total evaluated probable cost consists of the government’s estimate of the realistic cost of completing the offeror’s proposal, to include the government’s assessment of program risks, and additional costs to the government such as government furnished property, government furnished information, transportation, and other related cost factors.
RELATIVE IMPORTANCE OF EVALUATION CRITERIA:


1.
Engineering and Technical:  The engineering and technical area of the proposal is the most significant evaluation area.  It is more important than the management, past performance and cost areas combined.  Within the engineering and technical area factors (a) and (b) are of equal importance and within factor (b) all sub-factors are of equal importance.


2.
Management:  The management area is less important than the engineering and technical area.  Within the management area the allocation of personnel factor is substantially more important than the other factors combined.


3.
Past Performance:  The past performance area is less important than the management area.  Within the past performance area all factors are of equal importance.


4.
Cost:  The cost area is approximately equal in importance to the past performance area.  However, it is significantly less important than any other area.
