SUBJECT:  Executive Summary, Request for Proposal (RFP) DASG60-01-R-0003, Systems Engineering and Technical Assistance Contract (SETAC)

Dear Sir/Madam:

    The U.S. Army Space and Missile Defense Command (USASMDC) thanks you for your interest in the SETAC acquisition and invites you to review the RFP and the associated documents to determine whether you might prepare and submit a proposal for evaluation against the requirements stated therein.

    The purpose of the contracts awarded under the subject acquisition will be to provide advisory and assistance services to USASMDC (both in Huntsville, AL and Washington DC); the Program Executive Office – Air and Missile Defense (PEO-AMD); the National Missile Defense Joint Program Office (NMDJPO); and other associated air, space, and missile defense programs.

    This acquisition will utilize various acquisition reform techniques to both streamline the acquisition itself and to select and execute contracts that are the determined to be the best value to the Government.  The following techniques will be utilized:

· The scope of work (SOW) is concise and is supported by the current mission and functions statements for the potential user community, with task orders (T/Os) to be issued as firm requirements develop;

· The majority of the management/technical proposal will be oral with video-taped presentations provided by the respective offerors;

· The proposed “solutions” to the sample task order requirements will be briefed live by the offerors’ key personnel;

· The Government plans to make selections of apparent successful offerors without discussions;

· The number of data items have been reduced from the previous SETAC acquisition;

· The acquisition is being executed utilizing a Price Competition vs. a Cost Competition; and

· Some of the portions of the proposal, namely the Past Performance data and the SETAC Compensation Plan, are required early to allow for evaluation prior to receipt of other proposal data (NOTE:  These requirements are subject to FAR 52.215-10, Late Submissions, Modifications, and Withdrawals of Proposals.)

   The resultant contracts will be Indefinite Delivery/Indefinite Quantity (ID/IQ) with a guaranteed minimum of $1.5M over the potential five years of performance.  The T/Os will be issued utilizing the government labor categories provided in Exhibit IV to the RFP at the fixed-prices negotiated and incorporated into Section B of the resultant contracts.  These T/Os will be either fully or incrementally funded; the applicable funding will be obligated by issuance of the individual T/Os rather than by contract modification.

    The Government has developed the SETAC OPSEC Plan referenced in the DD Form 254 provided as Exhibit III to the RFP.  As this Plan is marked “For Official Use Only,” it can not be placed on the SETAC Webpage.  Potential prime contractors may request/receive a copy of the SETAC OPSEC Plan by completing the form attached to this letter and bringing the executed copy to Ms. Susan Rogers at the USASMDC Building, 106 Wynn Drive, Huntsville, AL.  Please contact her at 256-955-3439 in order to schedule a mutually-convenient time for you to pick up a copy of the document.

    Written comments/questions on the RFP are due to this office NLT September 21, 2001.  These comments should be emailed to Mrs. Susan Rogers at susan.rogers@smdc.army.mil. 

    Please be advised that all communications concerning this acquisition (including, but not limited to, management/technical issues, pricing issues, administration issues, and proposal issues) must be coordinated through the Contracting Officer, Mrs. Susan Rogers.

    Communications with anyone other than Mrs. Rogers or the undersigned are inappropriate during this on-going acquisition.  In accordance with 41 U.S.C. 423(e)(1), (2), and (3), listed below are the various sanctions and/or penalties available for violations of the above-referenced prohibitions:

· Criminal penalties up to imprisonment for 5 years;

· Civil penalties up to $50,000 fine per individual (government or contractor) and $500,000 per contractor or firm; and

· Administrative actions up to and including dismissal from federal government or contractor employment.
