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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

U. S. Army Space and Missile Defense Command (USASMDC) is a Major Army Command (MACOM) reporting directly to the Chief of Staff of the Army.  The Commanding General,

(CG) USASMDC, is delegated all authority which regulations and statutes vest in major army commanders.

USASMDC is the Army specified proponent for space and national missile defense; the Army-level operational integrator for theater missile defense; responsible for exploitation of space and strategic assets for use by warfighting Commanders In Chief (CINCs); exercises executive authority over operations and training of assigned systems and forces; technology base development for space and missile defense; provides guidance and direction for the execution of army space and missile defense programs; and management of the U. S. Army Space Command; the Force Development and Integration Center; the Space and Missile Defense Technical Center; the Space and Missile Defense Battle Lab; and the Space and Missile Defense Acquisition Center.

USASMDC is a multifunctional organization, with a broad and in some cases all-encompassing mission. Subordinate organizations have responsibilities ranging from conception of new or emerging technologies and capabilities, through their development, testing, fielding, operation, and sustenance. 

This document incorporates and presents the organization, missions and functions in an easy to read, bulletined format.  To make this regulation more functional and user friendly, the full range of the day-to-day activities associated with the functions of each organization are not repeatedly listed.  For example, the Weapons Directorate within the Space and Missile Defense Technical Center is responsible for critical key weapons technologies.  Execution of this function includes concept identification, scientific research, development and exploration of critical key weapon technologies, as well as the Planning, Programming, Budgeting and Execution System (PPBES) functions involved in constructing prototypes, performing developmental testing and evaluation, and demonstrating utility of the resultant products.  When the reader sees “critical key weapon technologies” as one of the functions of the Weapons Directorate, they should be aware that the function implies the full spectrum of appropriate research and development activities.

This document is designed to quickly and efficiently tell the reader what each organization does and provide a reference tool to direct the reader where they can get more detailed information.  

In addition, many tasks are common to all offices and organizations within the command.  These are consolidated in Chapter II, rather than repeated throughout the regulation.

The command proponent for this regulation is the Force Development Division of the Deputy Chief of Staff, Resource Management (DCSRM).
