DESCRIPTION:  
1.0   BACKGROUND: The Director, Operational Test and Evaluation (DOT&E) Threat Systems Office (TSO) under the Missile and Space Intelligence Center, Redstone Arsenal requires contractor services for technical support related to the analysis, data collection and management, facilities management, product maintenance, and briefing and demonstration support for their Automated Joint Threat Systems Handbook (AJTSH) information retrieval system, developed using FoxPro Programming. The AJTSH is a classified database and Secret Internet Protocol Router Network (SIPRNet)-based product owned by the DOT&E Threat Systems Office.  Several government agencies and contractors use the product to locate and help analyze the fidelity requirements of existing and planned threat related test and training assets (threat representations) including threat simulators, models and simulations, foreign materiel, and targets owned by test and training ranges and facilities.  The AJTSH is produced on CDROM and can be loaded on individual PCs or on Local Area Networks (LANs).  It is also accessible via the SIPRNet in a web-based format.

2.0  OBJECTIVE: The objective of this task order is to provide the DOT&E TSO with the required technical support services related to the maintenance, development, up-keep, and marketing of the AJTSH.

3.0  SCOPE:

3.1  The contractor shall provide systems analysis support to the government.  The contractor shall assist the government in surveying existing and future customers of the AJTSH to determine requirements for improvement of the product.  The contractor shall provide analysis for AJTSH product enhancements.  This will include researching new technologies for improving/expanding functionality for the AJTSH environment.

3.2  The contractor shall assist the government with the collection and management of data (both classified and unclassified) in multiple formats from agencies and organizations on threat related assets.  The contractor shall populate and update the AJTSH from these sources.  

3.3  The contractor shall provide the capabilities to maintain functions for the AJTSH, including the necessary resources to update selected data, enhance, and test the product.  The contractor shall be prepared to perform AJTSH taskings in a cleared Sensitive Compartmented Information Facility (SCIF) at the TSO government office on-site at the Redstone Arsenal, Huntsville, Alabama.  The government requires that a Top Secret (SCI) security clearance be held for the individual(s) handling the data at the TSO government facility.   If such a clearance is not currently held, the individual(s) submitted to work  this  portion of the task should be able to obtain Top Secret (SCI) level.

3.4  The contractor shall be responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of both the CDROM and web-based products of the AJTSH.  This may include the maintenance and production of additional AJTSH modules, user interfaces, and system utilities.  The contractor shall provide technical support for any re-design efforts of the AJTSH products.  

3.5  The contractor shall provide support to the government in preparing and providing AJTSH demonstrations and briefings to DOT&E customers and Action Officers as required, and at selected conferences and symposiums.
