 Statement of Work (SOW).

             a. Objective: The objective of this task is  to identify, develop and assess potential Doctrine, Organization, Training, Material, Leadership, Personnel, and Facility  (DOTMLPF) based Space and Missile Defense  and  Battle Management, Command,  Control, Communication, and Computer  Information (BM/C4I) requirements and architectures that enhance the force protection provided by Army Space and Missile Defense Command. (SMDC). 


b. Specific Tasks:  The contractor  shall support and assist   SMDC FDIC,  the Combat Developer, in the analysis, development, planning,  and assessment,  of  products and efforts associated with  Space and Missile Defense Command  systems. Specifically,  these systems  include  Space-Based Infrared System (SBIRS),  Joint Tactical Ground Station/Multi-Mission Mobile Processor (JTAGS/M3P), and associated BM/C4I systems. Support and assistance rendered will be as follows :  

1.  Contractor will support/assist SMDC FDIC in the development of  Threat,  Requirements, Developmental Test /Operational Test (DT/OT),  Training, and  Combat Developer System Acquisition/ Future Operational Capability (SA/FOC) documents and  products .  These products will include for example,  Mission Needs Statements (MNS), Operational Requirements Documents (ORDs), Concept of Operations (CONOPS), Capstone Requirements Document (CRD),  Threat Test Support Package (TTSP),  Doctrine and Organizational Threat Support Package (D&OTSP),  and Training Test Support Package (TTSP),  for all SBIRS/JTAGS/M3P  related  Theater/National Space and Missile Defense Systems. 

2. Assist in the analysis and development of the SBIRS and  JTAGS M3P documentation of  operational concepts, requirements, DT/OT, and Training  in support of  Integrated Concept Teams (ICT), Integrated Product  Teams (IPT), and Working Groups.

3. Provide operational analysis of JTAGS P3I and SBIRS and JTAGS/M3P proposed  concepts/architectures/requirements/training. 

4. Provide analysis to support the combat development functions for Army Theater and National Space and Missile Defense systems. 

5. Provide Study support, Test and Evaluation support, requirements interpretation/definition, cost and operational effectiveness analysis, force development analysis, and training requirements analysis/definition support. Support shall also include conduct and evaluation of simulation-supported exercises/analyses.

6. Support the development and improvement of documentation to support experiments, test, training, evaluation and fielding of Space and Missile Defense systems and organizations, specifically but not restricted to SBIRS and JTAGS M3P.

Up to 5  mini resumes may be submitted for key personnel.  Up to  3  mini resumes may be submitted for other personnel.    
The pricing portion shall not exceed a total of five (5) pages.  The pricing proposal shall be in landscape format with each twelve-month period detailed on a separate page.  The font for the pricing proposal shall be no smaller than Times New Roman 10.    

The OCI portion (if applicable) shall not exceed a total of two (2) pages.  The font for the OCI response shall be no smaller than Times New Roman 12.  

The Data Right Identification/Assertion portion (if applicable) shall not exceed a total of one (1) page.  The font for the Data Right Identification/Assertion response shall be no smaller than Times New Roman 12.  
Cost data shall be segregated/vouchered/reported/paid at the ACRN level.

The "Limitation of Funds" clause is applicable at the ACRN level.
