UPDATED PROCEDURES AT Huntsville INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

In light of the recent terrorist attacks in New York and Washington D.C., Huntsville International Airport has implemented some new security guidelines and other procedures.

Please keep in mind when coming to Huntsville International Airport:

CURBSIDE CHECK-IN OPENS ON OCTOBER 10TH AT HSV.  HAVE PHOTO ID AND TICKET, RECEIPT OR ITINERARY READY.

1. Carry on items have been limited to 1 carry on bag and one personal item such as a purse, briefcase, or backpack per traveler

2. Metered parking in front of the terminal building has been suspended

3. Some spaces in the Parking Deck have been closed

4. Passengers must remain with a SkyCap when transporting luggage to check in at counter

5. Extra measures will be taken at Security Checkpoint - your bag may be randomly searched and you will be asked to present a photo ID.

6. Cell phones, pagers and cameras must go through the X-ray machine.  Nothing is passed around.

7. The front of the terminal is for pick-ups and drop-offs only.  Parking and waiting are not permitted in front of the building.

8. Ticketed passengers only are allowed in the concourse.  

9. Knives, manicure sets and other sharp implements are strictly prohibited in carry on luggage

Please allow ample time before your departure for parking and check in procedures.  We recommend arriving 11/2 hours to 2 hours prior to your scheduled departure time.
