Dear FA40 Space Operations Officer Qualification Course (SOOQC) Class 04-02 Student:


    Congratulations on being selected to attend Space Operations Officer Qualification Course (SOOQC) 04-02, 8 September – 19 November 2004.  You are at the forefront during a time of innovative space education and training that encompasses greater interaction with the USAF and joint training initiatives associated with the National Security Space Institute concept.  Your training experience will start with three days of orientation and space organizational perspectives in the FDIC classroom.  The following four weeks will be in attendance at the USAF S-200 Space Operations course (13 September-8 October and at a separate location), followed by six weeks of Army specific space training back in the FDIC SOOQC classroom.  This incorporation of the S-200 into the SOOQC curriculum will allow you to gain an excellent base of space expertise in a joint training environment followed by a tailored block of Army instruction focused on the FA40 skill set.  The Army specific piece will include field trips to the Washington D.C. area visiting SMDC HQ, NSSA, NRO, NSA, ASPO, 1st IO Command and to Los Angeles and Vandenberg AFB to observe satellite assembly and the USAF Aerospace Ops Center.   The last week of the course will be spent conducting space planning and the Capstone Command Post Exercise, followed by out-processing and graduation on the last day (19 Nov).  

    This letter will provide you with important administrative information as well as directions for submitting required pre-course information.  As mentioned, we are in a period of space training innovation that will impact your stay in Colorado Springs.  You will receive SOOQC training in two separate classroom locations that may influence your choice of lodging.  We are here to help you make those choices to minimize any impacts on your personnel and professional experience here in Colorado Springs.  Please read each enclosure closely and follow the directions for submitting required information and for completing course prerequisites.  The FDIC Training Division is your single point of contact for any assistance you may require and we look forward to your attending SOOQC 04-02.
